On a day when Justify was feted at Santa
Anita for his recent Triple Crown, several
members of the team behind the famous
colt won another stakes when American

Anthem edged 42-1 St. Joe Bay in the Grade
2 San Carlos Stakes for sprinters on June
23.

American Anthem is owned by WinStar
Farm, Head of Plains Partners, China
Horse Club, and SF Racing. The 4-year-
old American Anthem is trained by Bob
Baffert and was ridden by Mike Smith.
WinStar, Head of Plains, and China Horse
Club own Justify with Starlight Racing.

American Anthem ($3.80 to win) earned
the victory in the $251,035 San Carlos
Stakes. Smith had American Anthem near
pacesetter St. Joe Bay for the first half-
mile before taking a half-length lead with
afurlong remaining.

As quickly as American Anthem looked
certain to win, St. Joe Bay fought back to
get within a head at the wire, which could
easily have been described as a short head.
American Anthem ran seven furlongs in
1:22.12.

St. Joe Bay, who was claimed for $62,500
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on May 28, was the longest shot in the field
of eight. Horse Greedy (18-1) finished third,
13/4 lengths behind American Anthem. St.
Joe Bay and Horse Greedy are trained by
John Sadler for Pete and Kosta Hronis.

El Huerfano finished fourth, followed by
Dabster, Stone Hands, Touching Rainbows,
and Top of the Game.

American Anthem has won 5 of 10 starts
and earned $673,945. American Anthem, a
colt by Bodemeister, has won three stakes,
all seven-furlong races.

Last year, American Anthem won
consecutive stakes for 3-year-olds - the
Grade 3 Lazaro Barrera Stakes at Santa
Anita and the Grade 2 Woody Stephens
Stakes at Belmont Park.

After finishing third in the Grade 1 Santa
Anita Sprint Championship last October,
American Anthem did not race again until
he won an allowance race with an $80,000
claiming option at Churchill Downs on
June 1, his only start this year.

This was the first stakes win for Baffert

and Smith since Justify won the Belmont
Stakes on June 9. Justify was paraded
before an ontrack audience of 17,403 earlier
in the afternoon.

Core Beliefs faced some of the stand-
outs of his division earlier this year when
the eyes of the racing world were on the
3-year-old division. As the “second season”
and summer derby circuit gets under way,
the colt again faced familiar names, and
stepped up to break through with his first
stakes score in dramatic style in the Grade
3, $500,000 Ohio Derby on June 23 at

Thistledown.

Core Beliefs ($7.60 to win), with jockey
Joe Talamo aboard for the first time, raced
seventh in the field of 11 early as Flamea-
way took the field through an opening
half-mile in 47.22 seconds, with Caloric and
Trigger Warning just off his flank. Core
Beliefs made a four-wide move around the
far turn while Lone Sailor, sent away as the
favorite, was rallying behind him in sixth.
Trigger Warning held position gamely into
the stretch, with Core Beliefs on nearly
even terms with him, but Lone Sailor split
horses nearing the furlong grounds to
come to Core Beliefs with a rush. The two
battled through the final stage, with Core
Beliefs prevailing by a nose after a long
drive.

After Lone Sailor, it was a length back
to Trigger Warning, who held third by
a half-length over Title Ready.

Grade 2 Louisiana Derby runner-up Lone
Sailor, multiple graded stakes winner
Flameaway, and stakes winner Diamond
King were all immediately exiting the
Triple Crown series, with the best finish
among those Lone Sailor’s fifth in the
Preakness Stakes.

Core Beliefs, who is trained by Peter
Eurton for Gary Broad, finished third,
beaten less than a length, in his career
debut at Santa Anita in January. The Qual-
ity Road colt also finished third in his next
outing in a maiden special weight that
turned out to be a key race, with the one-
two finishers both coming back to win.
Eurton stretched Core Beliefs out to 1 1/16
miles for his third start, and the colt won
by 3 1/4 lengths in wire-to-wire fashion,
and was flattered when runner-up Longden
also came back to win.

From there, Core Beliefs jumped straight
into Grade 1 company, and was third behind
eventual Triple Crown winner Justify and
multiple Grade 1 winner Bolt d’Oro in the
Santa Anita Derby. In his first start away
from his California base, he led into the
stretch of the Grade 3 Peter Pan Stakes at
Belmont last month but was caught in the
lane to finish second to Blended Citizen,
now a multiple graded winner, by 1 1/2
lengths.

Everyone said that when they saw Hugh
Robertson in a suit on June 23 at Arlington
it was obvious Hotshot Anna was going to
win the Grade 3 Chicago Handicap.

It’s true, Robertson isn’t the suit-wear-
ing type, but the racetrack wags had it all
wrong. His wife, Theresa, wanted to dine
in a part of Arlington with a dress code.
“Otherwise I would not have had a suit on,”
Robertson said.

It came in handy, in any case.

Hotshot Anna hadn’t raced on Arling-
ton’s Polytrack since a losing career debut
two summers ago. Suffice it to say the
surface suited her.

Under Arlington newcomer Harry
Hernandez, Hotshot Anna pressed frac-
tions of 22.80 and 45.08 seconds set by
Marquee Miss, took over before the quarter
pole without being asked, and proceeded to
lay waste to her chasing rivals. Hotshot
Anna drew off to a large lead through six
furlongs in 1:08.67 and crossed the finish
53/4 lengths in front of runner-up Princess
La Quinta. She stopped the timer in 1:20.93,

a seven-furlong track record.

“She’s a good filly, a filly that runs hard
every time,” said Robertson. “I wasn’t real
surprised — I was surprised she won that
easily.”

Princess La Quinta, the Arlington
Matron winner over 1 1/8 miles last out,
kept up admirably through the strong pace
and stayed on well enough to get second.

“She ran beautiful. She likes that two-
turn stuff better,” said trainer and part-
owner Jim Gulick.

Union Strike, returning from a long
layoff, stayed on decently for third while
carrying top weight of 120 pounds.

Hotshot Anna paid $11.60 to win.

“She just took me the whole way,” said
Hernandez, who had begun riding the
Finger Lakes meet late this spring before
making a last-minute decision to summer
at Arlington. “She did everything so
perfect. I looked back and I saw Sophie
[Doyle on Princess La Quinta] right behind
me, and I said, ‘I'm gonna wait for a little
bit.” When I asked her, she just blasted off.
It felt good!”

Robertson hits the yearling sales and
has made a small fortune over the years
buying cheap and running out good money
with auction bargains. The $20,000 he
spent to acquire Hotshot Anna — a daugh-
ter of Trappe Shot and the Holy Bull mare,
Avalos - for himself was, by his standards,
a high-end purchase.

“I did like her quite a bit,” he said.

Robertson said Hotshot Anna got a poor
ride in her lone previous Polytrack start
and had trained lights out on the surface
for the Chicago. The victory ran her career
record to 5-5-1 from 16 starts, and a graded-
stakes win on her resume considerably
boosted the 4-year-old filly’s residual value.

And let the record show that her crusty
owner and trainer took it all in wearing a
quietly attractive summer suit.
